The final Site S-4 System as proposed in the CMI WP as 
well as the design layout for the last component of the Site S-4

new data collected since the CMS.

Sampling will 
include going inside the building near an above ground degreaser. 
AFBCA will have a walk-through with LMKAC and show them 
where AFBCA is planning to dig.

4.  Ryan, W.  ACL and MCL Standards Discuss using ACL’s in B360 PRB Team discusses to 
gain regulator opinion.

Closed.  
1. William Ryan showed a map identifying property suitable for 
deed transfer. Certain types of property will be parcelized. AFBCA 
needs to make sure the facility description is continuous (or 
maintain an easement).  
2. If GKDA wants early transfer of B171 (or any other facility), 
then GKDA must formally request early transfer. TNRCC has not 
been approached yet on this issue, however they would be willing 
to discuss this option with GKDA. This option would need to be 
coordinated with the Governor’s office (who would then delegate 
an agency). EPA does not like the early transfer option.  
3. PRB. AFBCA is proposing to move the location of this. Possibly 
between B379 & 385.  The decision will be pending discussions 
with Boeing.   
4. The wall is designed for ACL’s. When the concentrations are at 
the POC, they are at MCL’s. Example used by TNRCC was the 
TCE plume at AF Plant 4 (B181) at Carswell. As long as it is 
Federal property, implement source control and monitoring. If the 
property is transferred and becomes non-Federal property, it must 
be cleaned. This is stated in the ROD.  
5. For #4, the permit may require the Air Force and GKDA to be 
co-owners and the Air Force is the operator. Should not inhibit 
property transfer. There are still rules on OPS and the Legally 
Binding Agreement with GKDA and AFBCA. 

5.  Ryan, W.  Zone 4 Discussion with 
COSA 

Update on discussions of Zephyr report and continuing 
conversations with the COSA 

Team receives update. Closed.  
1. Meeting with COSA 3/11/2002. Will work with the City to 
identify sampling locations for soil gas that meet the needs of the 
Zephyr report. Will PCEH be involved with the sampling?  
2. Will the Air Force rerun the Johnson/Ettinger model for pier and 
beam, 1 story homes? The current parameters are concrete slab, 2 
story.  
3. Shallow well plugging is continuing. AFBCA is identifying 
wells and getting permission from homeowners to plug wells on 
their property.  
4. AFBCA will work with SARA on phytoremediation when 
projects are at that point. There is a difference in what is nice to 
have vs what is required in the compliance plan.  
5. Next meeting with COSA will discuss the “why’s” of why the 
Air Force made the decisions in the CMS.
